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Launch of the London childcare providers network

Following needs identified by London Councils, it aims to enable increased access to affordable, quality childcare for 
London families.  It will also support childcare providers, employers and other organisations working with children and families, 
to enable them to engage with local authorities, and share best practice.

The London childcare providers network will help providers exchange experiences and ideas, and enable them to feed into 
planning at all levels.

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London Child Poverty
The Ministerial Working Group on Child Poverty in London has just published the report 'London's Children: 
Our future capital'  click here to visit the website.  Don't forget to sign up for the London child poverty pledge, 
if you have not already done so.  
The report mentions that:
· 1 in 4 children in London live in poverty
· 14% of all poor children in the UK live in London
· More than half of children in Inner London grow up in social housing
· 22.7% of children in London live in a household where nobody works
· 30.7% of families in London are headed by a lone parent
· Since 1998/9 child poverty in Inner London has fallen from 39% to 31%
· The lone parent employment rate in London has risen by more than 6% since 1999
